Dear Parents, Caregivers, and Class of 2026,

Graduation is quickly approaching, and we look forward to celebrating with a memorable and safe Grad Night.
Below you will find a list of details, rules and regulations that the Safe Grad event, parents/caregivers, students
and guests must follow to ensure safety for all attending and our volunteers.

SAFE GRAD EVENT DETAILS

* Date & Location: Friday, June 26, 2026, RBC Convention Centre

e Time: Immediately following the Dinner Dance until 2:00 AM

*  Pickup: Final pickup by 2:30 AM

*  Graduates and guests not attending Safe Grad, and non-volunteering parents, must leave by 10:30 PM.

ADMISSION & IDENTIFICATION

*  Admission is limited to graduates and approved guests only.

*  Photo ID must be carried at all times and shown upon entry. The Liquor Commission Inspectors will visit
the Safe Grad for a portion of the evening and may ask for ID. Failure to produce ID while alcohol is being
consumed and or under aged drinking may result in fines.

*  Graduates and guests who are 18 or older as of June 26, 2026, will receive wristbands to purchase alcohol.

*  Backpacks, large bags, cell phones, and cameras are not permitted.

DRESS CODE & CONDUCT

*  Formal attire must be worn for the entire evening (no dressing down).

*  Flat shoes or flip-flops are permitted; no bare feet and only ONE pairs of shoes allowed (all others must be
sent home with parents/caregivers).

*  Graduartes are responsible for their own and their guest’s behavior.

*  Destruction of property, violence, or inappropriate conduct will result in dismissal from event.

CELL PHONES & SMOKING

 This is a non-smoking event, including vaping and e-cigarettes.
e Cell phones and cameras must be sent home with parents at 10:30 PM or checked with Safe and Secure team.
e Phones may only be accessed when calling for pickup; re-entry into the ballroom is not permitted afterward.




TRANSPORTATION & SIGN-OUT

*  Safe Grad does not provide transportation.

*  Graduates and guests may not drive themselves.

* A designated adult must sign out the graduate and guest at 2:00 AM.

*  Guests must leave when the graduate leaves; the graduate may stay if the guest is safely picked up by a
designated pick-up person

*  Pickup location: South Building, Carlton Street doors (south of York Ave).

*  Once signed out, graduates and guests may not return.

FOOD, ENTERTAINMENT & ALCOHOL

* DJ, games (casino and large board games), prizes, and late-night food will be provided.

*  “Play money” will be used for entertainment; prize draws occur at 1:00 AM.

*  Non-alcoholic drinks and food are available until 2:00 AM.

*  Alcohol may only be purchased by those who are of legal age with 18+ wristbands; one drink per visit, no doubles.
*  No outside alcohol, drugs, or cigarettes permitted.

*  Anyone intoxicated or ill will have their designated pick-up person called and be sent home.

IMPORTANT REMINDERS

*  Pre-parties and after-parties are not school-sanctioned.

*  Guests must be returned directly to their parent/guardian upon pickup.
*  Completed Safe Grad forms are due no later than May 19, 2026.

*  The Safe Grad Committee will provide supervision but is not liable.
